Thanks for agreeing to buy the food for your patrol, 
It is a very important job and a big responsibility.

The menus and shopping list have some of the more common items identified with check boxes, but write-in menu and shopping list items are encouraged. It is suggested that patrols try one new item per camping trip.  The troop has cookbooks available for suggestions.  Check with Quartermaster or Scoutmaster on availably of staple items like flour, sugar, lemonade and for copies of recipes.
Typically Scouts buy food on Thursday night before a campout, but if you have time it is even better to buy it on Friday.  If you buy it all on Thursday, please place cold goods in your refrigerator at home and only transfer it to the cooler with ice right before you leave.  Please remember to pick-up your cooler at the end of the outing.

Along with the cooler, a cardboard or plastic box with lid works well for the non-perishable items.  PLEASE MARK  Cooler/Box/Bags with patrol’s name.
PARENTS:  An adult should go with Scouts and supervise the shopping.  Please look over the menu section/recipe and ensure everything necessary to eat on the menu specified is on the shopping list, and adequate quantities are purchased for the number attending.  Assist the Scouts in determining what to buy, how to read labels, and how to determine best buys.  Help them to make wise consumer choices.
Scouts are thrifty, we do not want a lot of leftovers, but we want to make sure everyone has enough to eat.  It is better to have a bit too much rather than not enough.  The Scouts are perfectly happy with most store brand products if there is a savings.

We have found that $8-10 per scout is typically enough for the weekend meals.  If there is not enough money to cover the cost,  please pay the difference and let the Scoutmaster know.  We will ask the boys that camp to bring in the remainder the following week.  If there is any money left in the budget, it is fine to use it to buy extra “surprise” snack items.  PLEASE TURN IN RECEIPTS TO RECEIVE REIMBURSEMENT FROM TROOP TREASURER.
