Label everything you send to Camp
DO NOT BRING CELL PHONES or other electronics to Camp.   Cell phones, video games and MP3 players distract from the camp experience.  A break from technology can offer the opportunity to experience the physical activity, face to face interaction, development of life skills and self-reliance, offered by camping.  If there is a need to call home, several adult leaders have cell phones available.  
Do not bring fireworks, sheath knives, pellet guns or any other weapons.  
Do not bring food to camp.  We want to have a clean campsite.  Bringing snacks only adds to the clean-up time necessary and attracts animals and bugs.  Snacks are available at the trading post.  

Storage container with lid or trunk to pack clothes (helps keep items dry)

Water bottle to carry with you. Paper Cups are not available.

Official Class A Uniform Shirt and appropriate shorts/pants similar to Scout Uniform. We will be doing the flag ceremony and want to look our best.
Troop T-shirt (all colors) 
Shorts and jeans (jeans are necessary for Climbing)
Extra socks & underwear.  Extra T-shirts
Swim Trunks. First time campers and those taking swimming, lifesaving, or canoeing, bring pants (cotton pants are better than jeans for pulling off in the water), long-sleeve shirt and shoes that float. You will be jumping in the water in your clothes on the last day of class.
Sturdy tennis shoes or boots (no sandals or open-toed shoes).  An extra pair of shoes is a good idea. A pair of shower shoes is highly recommended
Poncho / Raincoat. We recommend the disposable ones, cost $1, to carry in daypack.
Soap (suggest small bottle of liquid soap), comb, toothbrush, toothpaste, shampoo, shower shoes, & towel. A small bag to carry items to the shower is suggested.
Gold Bond, Baby Powder or Cornstarch Powder

Small First Aid Kit with Band-Aids 
Camp Mack Morris  has cots so bring sleeping bag, or  blanket/sheet, mat and pillow

Mosquito Nets (a must for Camp Mack Morris).  Net frame are optional
Flashlight w/extra batteries 
Battery-operated fan (available at Walmart) and extra batteries.  Do not buy rechargeable, because we don’t have electricity to recharge the batteries. 
Laundry or  trash bag for dirty, wet clothes

Folding chair
Watch(inexpensive), so you can make it to class and free time activities on time.  Cell Phones cannot be used for a watch..

Compass (1st year campers & Orienteering MB).  
Pocket knife  for 1st year campers and Woodcarving MB Only.  1st year campers will be taking Tot’um Chip class on Monday afternoon.  You must have your Tot’um Chip WITH you to have a knife at camp.  
Insect Repellent, and itch relief cream (no aerosol cans)  Also recommended Insect Repellent for Clothing and Gear that can be sprayed on clothing and shoes before leaving for Camp. Follow directions carefully. Not to be used on skin. Available at Gander Mtn.
Waterproof Sunscreen with both UVB and UVA protections.  ChapStick Ultra with SPF 30.  Aloe vera for sunburn.  Sunglass with cord especially if you are near the water.  
Hat with a wide brim (like a bush hat) is best.  Baseball Caps are not much help because the brim only protects one side of your head.

$$ for crafts, souvenirs & snacks.  Please send only $1 or $5 bills in a ziplock back with Scout's name.  May give to Scoutmaster before leaving for Camp.  Scouts may make withdrawals during the week.

If taking Motor Boating you will need a state license.

Bring fishing gear if you are taking Fishing Merit Badge.
